Sealed bids for the construction of the Ocean Boulevard Sidewalk Installation for the City of Coos Bay,
Coos County, Oregon (Owner) will be received by Carl Nolte, City Engineer, at City Hall, located at 500
Central Avenue, Coos Bay, OR 97420, until 2:00 p.m., August 10, 2010. Bids will be opened publicly
and read aloud immediately following the specified closing time. Subcontractor declarations must be
submitted to the above-mentioned City representative no later than 4:00 p.m. on August 10, 2010.

The work under this Contract is for public work and shall substantially complete in 45 days after issuance
of Notice to Proceed. A brief description of the scope of work for each Schedule is provided below:

Basic Bid — Ocean Boulevard Sidewalk Installation

The work under this contract shall include, but not be limited to, the placement of a new 6’ sidewalk along
the west side of Ocean Boulevard from West Hills Boulevard to Central Avenue, including pedestrian and
driveway ramps and other miscellaneous items and site clean up all as required for a complete
installation of the new improvements.

Bidders must purchase Bidding Documents from the Engineer and be listed on plan holders list to bid.
One copy of the Bidding documents, including specifications and drawings, may be obtained from the
Engineer’s design office with a non-refundable payment of $55.00 per set payable to Civil West
Engineering Services, Inc.

A pre-bid conference will NOT be held for this project.

Bids will be received as a combination of unit price and lump sum bid items. No bid will be considered
unless fully completed and shall be submitted intact as the Bid (intact is further defined as "bound in the
original binding, in the original order and with all of the original contents") and shall be accompanied by a
bid security executed in favor of the Owner in the amount not less than 10% of the total amount of the bid.
Bid security is to be forfeited as fixed and liquidated damage should the bidder neglect or refuse to enter
into a contract and provide suitable insurance certificates, bond and other required documents for the
faithful performance of the work in the event bidder is awarded the contract.

All bidders must be "equal opportunity employers" and comply with the appropriate provisions of state and
federal law. In addition, all bidders are required to comply with ORS 656.017 regarding workers'
compensation. Bidder, Contractor, and Subcontractors are required to be registered with Construction
Contractors Board. Bidder, Contractor and Subcontractors are not required to be licensed under ORS
468A.720 for asbestos abatement.

Pursuant to ORS 279C.505(2), all Bidders must certify with their bids that they have an employee drug-
testing program in place. If awarded a contract, Bidder must provide proof of such drug-testing program
when executed Agreements are returned to Owner.

Each Bidder must submit a subcontractor list to the Owner within two working hours of the time for receipt
of bids in accordance with ORS 279C.370 (3) and OAR 137-049-0360.

This contract is for public work and is subject to ORS 279C.800 to 279C.870. Prevailing wage rates for
public works' contracts in Oregon are required for this project. No bid will be received or considered by
the Owner unless the bid contains: 1) a statement that bidder will comply with the provisions of ORS
279C.840; 2) a statement as to whether the bidder is a resident bidder as defined in ORS 279A.120. The
wage rates applicable to this contract are as published in the January 1, 2010 Prevailing Wage Rate
Book as issued by the Oregon Bureau of Labor and Industry (BOLI). The referenced publication(s) may
be obtained electronically at www.oregon.gov/boli.

Before starting work, the contractor and every subcontractor employed under this contract is required to
have a public works bond filed with the Construction Contractors Board, in accordance with ORS
279C.830 (3), unless the contractor or subcontractor is exempt under ORS 279C.836 (4), (7), (8), or (9).

Upon award of this contract, the Owner is required to pay a fee to the BOLI Prevailing Wage Rate Unit in
accordance with ORS 279C.830 (2) and OAR 839-025-0200. The amount of the fee shall be one tenth of
one percent (.001) of the contract price; however, the fee must be no less than $250 or more than $7,500
regardless of the contract price.

The Owner may reject any bid not in compliance with all prescribed public bidding procedures and
requirements and may, for good cause, reject any and all bids upon a finding of the Owner that it is in the
public interest to do so. No bidder may withdraw or modify a bid after the hour set for the receipt of bids,
and thereafter until the lapse of 70 days after the bid opening.

INSTRUCTION TO BIDDERS

ARTICLE 1 - DEFINED TERMS

1.01 Terms used in these Instructions to Bidders will have the meanings indicated in the General Conditions. Additional terms used
in these Instructions to Bidders have the meanings indicated below which are applicable to both the singular and plural thereof:

A. Bidder--The individual or entity who submits a Bid directly to OWNER.

B. Issuing Office--The office from which the Bidding Documents are to be issued and where the bidding procedures are to be
administered. Unless otherwise stated, the Issuing Office will be the office of the ENGINEER.

C. Contract and Bidding Documents — Includes all material bound herewith, together with any materials referenced herein
including Bid Forms, Contract Documents, Bonds, etc.

D. Responsive Bidder — A Bidder who fully complies with the requirements and instructions in the Bidding Requirements and
who fully completes all forms and other requested information.

E. Successful Bidder--The lowest responsible Bidder submitting a responsive Bid to whom OWNER (on the basis of OWNER’s
evaluations as hereinafter provided) makes an award.
ARTICLE 2 - COPIES OF BIDDING DOCUMENTS

2.01 Complete sets of the Bidding Documents in the number and for the deposit sum, if any, stated in the Advertisement or Invitation
to Bid may be obtained from the Issuing Office. The deposit on Bidding Documents is non-refundable.

2.02 Complete sets of Bidding Documents must be used in preparing Bids; neither OWNER nor ENGINEER assumes any
responsibility for errors or misinterpretations resulting from the use of incomplete sets of Bidding Documents.

2.03 OWNER and ENGINEER in making copies of Bidding Documents available on the above terms do so only for the purpose of
obtaining Bids for the Work and do not confer a license or grant for any other use.

ARTICLE 3 - QUALIFICATIONS OF BIDDERS

3.01 All bidders must have a current and valid Contractor’s license in the state where the project is being undertaken.

3.02 Bidders must pre-qualify for this project.

ARTICLE 4 - EXAMINATION OF BIDDING DOCUMENTS, OTHER RELATED DATA, AND SITE
4.01 Subsurface and Physical Conditions

A. Those reports of explorations and tests of subsurface conditions at or contiguous to the Site that Engineer has used in
preparing the Bidding Documents include the following:

4.02 Underground Facilities

A. Information and data shown or indicated in the Bidding Documents with respect to existing Underground Facilities at or
contiguous to the Site is based upon information and data furnished to OWNER and ENGINEER by owners of such Underground
Facilities, including OWNER, or other.

4.03 Hazardous Environmental Conditions

A. Those reports and drawings relating to a Hazardous Environmental Condition identified at the Site that ENGINEER has used
in preparing the Bidding Documents include the following:

B. Copies of reports and drawings referenced in paragraph 4.03.A will be made available by OWNER to any Bidder on request.
Those reports and drawings are not part of the Contract Documents, but the “technical data” contained therein upon which Bidder is
entitled to rely as provided in paragraph 3.06 of the General Conditions. Bidder is responsible for any interpretation or conclusion
Bidder draws from any “technical data” or any other data, interpretations, opinions, or information contained in such reports or shown
or indicated in such drawings.

4.04 Provisions concerning responsibilities for the adequacy of data furnished to prospective Bidders with respect to subsurface
conditions, other physical conditions and Underground Facilities, and possible changes in the Bidding Documents due to differing or
unanticipated conditions appear in paragraphs 3.02, 3.03, and 3.04 of the General Conditions. Provisions concerning responsibilities
for the adequacy of data furnished to prospective Bidders with respect to a Hazardous Environmental Condition at the Site, if any, and
possible changes in the Contract Documents due to any Hazardous Environmental Condition uncovered or revealed at the Site which
was not shown or indicated in the Drawings or Specifications or identified in the Contract Documents to be within the scope of the
Work appear in paragraph 3.06 of the General Conditions.

4.05 On request, OWNER will provide Bidder access to the Site to conduct such examinations, investigations, explorations, tests, and
studies as Bidder deems necessary for submission of a Bid. Bidder shall fill all holes and clean up and restore the Site to its former
condition upon completion of such explorations, investigations, tests, and studies.

4.06 Reference is made to Article 6 of the General Conditions for the identification of the general nature of other work that is to be
performed at the Site by OWNER or others (such as utilities and other prime contractors) that relates to the Work for which a Bid is to
be submitted. On request, OWNER will provide to each Bidder for examination access to or copies of Contract Documents (other
than portions thereof related to price) for such other work.

4.07 Itis responsibility of each Bidder before submitting a Bid to:

A. Examine and carefully study the Bidding Documents, including any Addenda and the other related data identified in the
Bidding Documents;

B. Visit the Site and become familiar with and satisfy Bidder as to the general, local, and Site conditions that may affect cost,
progress, and performance of the Work;

C. Become familiar with and satisfy Bidder as to all Federal, State, and local Laws and Regulations that may affect cost,
progress, or performance of the Work;

D. Carefully study all reports of explorations and tests of subsurface conditions at or contiguous to the Site and all drawings of

physical conditions in or relating to existing surface or subsurface structures at or contiguous to the Site (except Underground
Facilities) which have been identified herein as provided in paragraph 3.02 of the General Conditions, and carefully study all reports

and drawings of a Hazardous Environmental Condition, if any, at the Site which have been identified herein as provided in paragraph
3.06 of the General Conditions;

E. Obtain and carefully study (or assume responsibility for doing so) all additional or supplementary examinations,
investigations, explorations, tests, studies, and data concerning conditions (surface, subsurface, and Underground Facilities) at or
contiguous to the Site which may affect cost, progress, or performance of the Work or which relate to any aspect of the means,
methods, techniques, sequences, and procedures of construction to be employed by Bidder, including any specific means, methods,
techniques, sequences, and procedures of construction expressly required by the Bidding Documents, and safety precautions and
programs incident thereto;

F. Agree at the time of submitting its Bid that no further examinations, investigations, explorations, tests, studies, or data are
necessary for the determination of its Bid for performance of the Work at the price bid and within the times and in accordance with the
other terms and conditions of the Bidding Documents;

G. Become aware of the general nature of the work to be performed by OWNER and others at the Site that relates to the Work as
indicated in the Bidding Documents;

H. Correlate the information known to Bidder, information and observations obtained from visits to the Site, reports and
drawings identified in the Bidding Documents, and all additional examinations, investigations, explorations, tests, studies, and data
with the Bidding Documents;

I. Promptly give ENGINEER written notice of all conflicts, errors, ambiguities, or discrepancies that Bidder discovers in the
Bidding Documents and confirm that the written resolution thereof by ENGINEER is acceptable to Bidder; and

J. Determine that the Bidding Documents are generally sufficient to indicate and convey understanding of all terms and
conditions for the performance of the Work.

4.08 The submission of a Bid will constitute an incontrovertible representation by Bidder that Bidder has complied with every
requirement of this Article 4, that without exception the Bid is premised upon performing and furnishing the Work required by the
Bidding Documents and applying any specific means, methods, techniques, sequences, and procedures of construction that may be
shown or indicated or expressly required by the Bidding Documents, that Bidder has given ENGINEER written notice of all conflicts,
errors, ambiguities, and discrepancies that Bidder has discovered in Bidding Documents and the written resolutions thereof by
ENGINEER are acceptable to Bidder, and that the Bidding Documents are generally sufficient to indicate and convey understanding
of all terms and conditions for performing and furnishing the Work.

ARTICLE 5 - PRE-BID CONFERENCE

5.01 A pre-bid conference will NOT be held for this project. Questions or issues related to the project should be directed to the
Engineer. Prospective Bidders are required to make their own arrangements for visiting the site.

ARTICLE 6 - SITE AND OTHER AREAS

6.01 The Site is identified in the Bidding Documents. All additional lands and access thereto required for temporary construction

facilities, construction equipment, or storage of materials and equipment to be incorporated in the Work are to be obtained and paid
for by CONTRACTOR.

ARTICLE 7 - INTERPRETATIONS AND ADDENDA

7.01 All questions about the meaning or intent of the Bidding Documents are to be submitted to ENGINEER in writing at least ten
(10) calendar days prior to the receipt of bids. Interpretations or clarifications considered necessary by ENGINEER in response to
such questions will be issued by Addenda mailed or delivered to all parties recorded by ENGINEER as having received the Bidding
Documents. Questions received less than ten days prior to the date for opening of Bids may not be answered. Only questions
answered by formal written Addenda will be binding. Oral and other interpretations or clarifications will be without legal effect.

7.02 Addenda may be issued to clarify, correct, or change the Bidding Documents as deemed advisable by OWNER or ENGINEER.

7.03 No addenda will be issued later than five (5) days prior to the date for receipt of bids except an addendum, if necessary,
postponing the date for receipt of bids or withdrawing the request for bids.

7.04 Requests to clarify the source of materials, equipment suppliers, or any other such matter which does not modify, change,
increase, or decrease the scope of work may be answered by the ENGINEER up to the date of the bid opening. No written responses
will be made for these items.

ARTICLE 8 - BID SECURITY

8.01 A Bid must be accompanied by Bid security made payable to OWNER in an amount of ten (10) percent of Bidder’s maximum
Bid price and in the form of a certified or bank check or a Bid Bond (attached in Section 00431) issued by a surety meeting the
requirements of paragraphs 4.01 and 4.02 of the General Conditions.

8.02 The Bid security of the Successful Bidder will be retained until such Bidder has executed the Contract Documents, furnished the
required contract security and met the other conditions of the Notice of Award, whereupon the Bid security will be returned. If the
Successful Bidder fails to furnish the required Contract Attachments and to execute and deliver the Agreement as specified in Article
20 and 21 of these Instructions to Bidders, OWNER may annul the Notice of Award and the Bid security of that Bidder will be
Forfeited.

8.03 The Bid security of other Bidders whom OWNER believes to have a reasonable chance of receiving the award may be retained
by OWNER during the period that the Bid remains open whereupon Bid Security furnished by such Bidders will be returned.

8.04 Bid security of other Bidders whom OWNER believes do not have a reasonable chance of receiving the award will be returned
within seven days after the Bid opening.

ARTICLE 9 - CONTRACT TIMES

9.01 The number of days within which, or the dates by which, the Work is to be (a) Substantially Completed and (b) also completed
and ready for final payment are set forth in the Agreement.

ARTICLE 10 -LIQUIDATED DAMAGES

10.01 Provisions for liquidated damages, if any, are set forth in the Agreement.

ARTICLE 11 - SUBSTITUTE AND “OR-EQUAL” ITEMS

11.01 The Contract, if awarded, will be on the basis of materials and equipment specified or described in the Bidding Documents, or
“or-equal” materials and equipment as defined in paragraph 5.05 of the General Conditions, or those substitute or materials and
equipment approved by the ENGINEER and identified by Addendum. The materials and equipment described in the Bidding
Documents establish a standard of required type, function and quality to be met by any proposed substitute or “or-equal” item.
Request for ENGINEER’s clarification of materials and equipment considered “or-equal” prior to the Effective Date of the Agreement
must be received by the ENGINEER at least 5 days prior to the date for receipt of Bids.

11.02 No substitution of materials, equipment, or methods for those specified will be allowed prior to bid opening on this project.
Substitutions may be allowed after the effective date of the Agreement. All provisions set forth in paragraph 5.05 "Substitutes and Or-

Equals" of the General Conditions as well as the applicable sections of the Technical Specifications concerning the requirements and
conditions of substitution approval shall be followed.

ARTICLE 12 - SUBCONTRACTORS, SUPPLIERS, AND OTHERS
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12.01 Bidder shall list subcontractors on Bid Form, Section 00435, sign and submit the completed form to OWNER within two
working hours of the time and at the place for receipt of Bids as identified in the Advertisement for Bids, Section 00100. Criteria for
listing subcontractors and suppliers are as follows:

A. Only public improvement projects with a total contract value in excess of $100,000 are required to list first tier subcontractors.

B. Only first tier subcontractors need to be listed.

C. Any first tier subcontractor that will be furnishing labor or labor and materials on the Bid, if awarded, whose subcontract value
would be equal to or greater than:

1. Five percent of the total Bid amount, but at least $15,000; or

2. $350,000, regardless of the percentage of the total Bid amount.

D. If there are no subcontractors who meet the criteria stated 12.01 A, B and C above, Bidder must state “none” on each page of
the form provided and submit it to OWNER as stated in 12.01 above.

E. The subcontractor list Bid form, Section 00435, must be submitted separately. The form may be submitted with the bid
anytime within two working hours of the bid submittal time.

F. Failure to submit a subcontractor list in accordance with the instructions in this Article 12 will result in the Bid being rejected
as non-responsive.

12.02 Due to the specialized nature of the project, a subcontractor may be allowed to undertake a value of work that exceeds 50% of
the total Bid Amount.

12.03 CONTRACTOR shall not be required to employ any Subcontractor, Supplier, individual, or entity against whom
CONTRACTOR has reasonable objection.

ARTICLE 13 - PREPARATION OF BID

13.01 The Bid Form(s) are included in Section 0400 and the Supplements to the Bid Form(s) in Section 00430.

13.02 All blanks on the Bid form shall be completed by printing in ink or by typewriter and the Bid signed. A Bid price shall be
indicated for each section, Bid item, alternative, adjustment unit price item, and unit price item listed therein, or the words “No Bid,”
“No Change,” or “Not Applicable” entered. Any interlineations, alteration or erasure on the Bid Form must be initialed by the signer
of the Bid.

13.03 A Bid by a corporation shall be executed in the corporate name by the president or a vice-president or other corporate officer
accompanied by evidence of authority to sign. If required by State where work is to be performed, the corporate seal shall be affixed
and attested by the secretary or an assistant secretary. The corporate address and state of incorporation shall be shown below the

signature.

13.04 A Bid by a partnership shall be executed in the partnership name and signed by a partner (whose title must appear under the
signature), accompanied by evidence of authority to sign. The official address of the partnership shall be shown below the signature.

13.05 A Bid by a limited liability company shall be executed in the name of the firm by a member and accompanied by evidence of
authority to sign. The state of formation of the firm and the official address of the firm must be shown below the signature.

13.06 A Bid by an individual shall show the Bidder’s name and official address.

13.07 A Bid by a joint venture shall be executed by each joint venturer in the manner indicated on the Bid form. The official address
of the joint venture must be shown below the signature.

13.08 All names shall be typed or printed in ink below the signatures.
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13.09 The Bid shall contain an acknowledgment of receipt of all Addenda, the numbers of which shall be filled in on the Bid form.
13.10 The address and telephone number for communication regarding the Bid shall be shown.
13.11 The Bid shall contain evidence of Bidder’s authority and qualification to do business in the state where the Project is located or

covenant to obtain such qualification prior to award of the Contract. Bidder’s state contractor license number for the state of the
Project, if any, shall also be shown on the Bid form.

ARTICLE 14 - BASIS OF BID; EVALUATION
14.01 Unit Price

A. Bidders shall submit a Bid on a unit price basis or lump sum for each item of Work listed on the Bid Form. The Total Bid will
be considered as the total bid amount for the project.

B. The total of all estimated prices will be determined as the sum of the products of the estimated quantity of each item and the
unit price Bid for the item. The final quantities and Contract Price will be determined in accordance with paragraph 11.03 of the
General Conditions.

C. Discrepancies between the multiplication of units of Work and unit prices will be resolved in favor of the unit prices.
Discrepancies between the indicated sum of any column of figures and the correct sum thereof will be resolved in favor of the correct
sum. Discrepancies between words and figures will be resolved in favor of the words.

ARTICLE 15 - SUBMITTAL OF BID

15.01 Each prospective Bidder is furnished one copy of the Bidding Documents found bound herein and includes all Bid Forms, Bid
Security, and Supplements to Bid Forms completed as instructed and required. All Bidding Documents shall be submitted intact as
the Bid. (Intact is further defined as “bound in the original binding, in the original order, and with all the original contents.”)

15.02 A Bid shall be submitted no later than the date and time prescribed and at the place indicated in the Advertisement or Invitation
to Bid and shall be enclosed in an opaque sealed envelope plainly marked with the Project title (and, if applicable, the designated
portion of the Project for which the Bid is submitted), the name and address of Bidder, and shall be accompanied by the Bid security
and other required documents. If a Bid is sent by mail or other delivery system, the sealed envelope containing the Bid shall be
enclosed in a separate envelope plainly marked on the outside with the notation “BID ENCLOSED.” A mailed Bid shall be addressed
as stated in the Invitation to or Advertisement for Bids.

15.03 Oral, telephonic, telephonic facsimile (FAX) or telegraphic bids are invalid and will not be accepted or receive consideration.
15.04 Bids received after the time indicated in the Invitation to or Advertisement for Bids will not be accepted for receive
consideration.

ARTICLE 16 - MODIFICATION AND WITHDRAWAL OF BID

16.01 A Bid may be modified or withdrawn by an appropriate document duly executed in the manner that a Bid must be executed and
delivered to the place where Bids are to be submitted prior to the date and time for the opening of Bids.

16.02 No bidder may withdraw or modify its bid after the time set for the receipt of bids, and thereafter during the period the bids

remain open.

ARTICLE 17 - OPENING OF BIDS
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17.01 Bids will be opened at the time and place indicated in the Advertisement for Bids and, unless obviously non-responsive, read
aloud publicly. An abstract of the amounts of the base Bids and major alternates, if any, will be made available to Bidders within a
reasonable amount of time after the opening of Bids.

ARTICLE 18 - BIDS TO REMAIN SUBJECT TO ACCEPTANCE

18.01 All Bids will remain subject to acceptance for the period of time stated in the Bid form, but OWNER may, in its sole discretion,
release any Bid and return the Bid security prior to the end of this period.

ARTICLE 19 - AWARD OF CONTRACT

19.01 OWNER reserves the right to reject any or all Bids, including without limitation, nonconforming, nonresponsive, unbalanced,
or conditional Bids. OWNER further reserves the right to reject the Bid of any Bidder whom it finds, after reasonable inquiry and
evaluation, to be non-responsible. OWNER also reserves the right to waive all informalities not involving price, time, or changes in
the Work and to negotiate contract terms with the Successful Bidder.

19.02  More than one Bid for the same Work from an individual or entity under the same or different names will not be considered.
Reasonable grounds for believing that any Bidder has an interest in more than one Bid for the Work may be cause for disqualification
of that Bidder and the rejection of all Bids in which that Bidder has an interest.

19.03 In evaluating Bids, OWNER will consider whether or not the Bids comply with the prescribed requirements, and such
alternates, unit prices and other data, as may be requested in the Bid Form or prior to the Notice of Award.

19.04 In evaluating Bidders, OWNER will consider the qualifications of Bidders and may consider the qualifications and
experience of Subcontractors, Suppliers, and other individuals or entities proposed for those portions of the Work for which the
identity of Subcontractors, Suppliers, and other individuals or entities must be submitted.

I. MOBILIZATION

Per Oregon Standard Specifications for Construction, Section 00210.

Il.  TRAFFIC CONTROL

Per Oregon Standard Specifications for Construction, Section 00225.

I11. DEMOLITION & SITE PREPARATION

A. General

1. This work in this section includes the furnishing of all labor, equipment, materials, incidentals, and
performing all work required for the removal and disposal of existing pavement, concrete and other
items or improvements of manmade origin, in accordance with the Plans and these Specifications.

2. This section also specifies the adjustment of existing valve boxes, meter boxes, mail boxes, push
button post, and other existing items that may require adjustment to match new finish grades.

3. The removal work described herein does not include the removal or disposal of items or improvements
designated to remain.

4. All costs associated with the hauling, disposal and permits as required for the demolition and disposal
of excavated material shall be the responsibility of the Contractor.

5. The area in which removal work, under these Specifications, is to be performed shall be confined to

the minimum dimensions and area, within the public right-of-way or easements, which will permit
proper construction of the proposed improvements, or as otherwise indicated.

B. Execution - Workmanship

1.

The Contractor shall remove and dispose of existing curbs and gutters, sidewalks, concrete planter
areas, trees, shrubs, soils being replaced and other miscellaneous structures or items being
replaced or eliminated.

Clearing and Grubbing

i Clearing shall consist of the removal and disposal of trees, logs, brush and all other
vegetative material and surface objects in accordance with these specifications and within
the limits as shown.

ii. Grubbing shall consist of the removing and disposal of stumps, roots and other wood
material as may be embedded in the ground and protruding obstacles remaining as a
result of the clearing operation.

The Contractor shall remove all trees, shrubs, stumps and vegetation and debris as required for
new improvements and construction where noted on the Plans or as directed.

The Contractor shall protect any existing trees or shrubs designated to remain and utilize methods
to minimize disturbance to these trees or shrubs.

5. All cutting and pruning work shall conform to recognized good tree surgery practices. Pruning
shall preserve the natural character of the plant.

6. Cleared materials shall be disposed of by hauling away from the project site; the Contractor shall
be responsible for obtaining any required permits for hauling away debris.

7. All holes resulting from grubbing shall be filled with suitable material and compacted.

8. Contractor shall completely remove or replace all improvements and/or facilities damaged or
destroyed by the Contractors operations.

9. Existing landscaping, structures which may be disturbed, relocated or adjusted to match new finish
grades shall be carefully removed, then replaced or relocated as required during construction. It is
the responsibility of the Contractor to protect and maintain the landscaping or remaining structures
until final acceptance of the project.

10. Pavements

i Where construction operations require the removal of pavements, flatwork or structures,
bituminous pavements or portions thereof, the area to be removed shall be neatly sawcut.

a. The Contractor shall be responsible for protecting and maintaining the sawcut
edges during construction. In addition, the Contractor shall anticipate
performing additional sawcuts along existing pavement and concrete edges
where construction activities may impact the edges.

b. Just prior to placement of hot ac pavement or new concrete surfaces final
sawcuts shall be made 6-inches outside the limits of the original sawcut to a
depth of 1%-inches, or deeper as required, to permit the removal of material
without damage to adjoining portions of structures to be left in place. All cuts
shall be clean, vertical cuts made true to lines designated or approved by the
Engineer.

ii. The Contractor shall remove and dispose of all pavement and structures, or portions
thereof, which lie within the limits of excavation unless directed otherwise.

iii. Pavements and/or structures designated to remain but damaged as a result of the
Contractor’s operations shall be sawcut and removed as described above, and replaced or
restored at the sole expense of the Contractor.

11. Valves, cleanouts, fittings, and other pipe appurtenances designated for removal shall be removed
in their entirety to the limits shown on the Plans, or as required to permit proper construction of
the proposed improvements. Remaining ends of pipes shall be suitably capped or plugged in a
watertight manner. Provide a minimum of two (2) feet of concrete slurry filling inside of pipe for
full diameter.

12. All items and materials designated to remain shall be protected against damage as required.
Damage to items or materials not intended for removal shall be repaired promptly by the
Contractor to the satisfaction of the affected property owner. If the Engineer determines it
necessary, repairs shall consist of complete replacement of the affected items or materials. All
such repairs and replacements shall be made by the Contractor without compensation.
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13. Contractor shall remove and relocate, where shown on the plans or as required all existing signs,
sign posts that are affected by the placement of the new improvements. Final locations shall be
coordinated with the Engineer or Owner.

14. Disposal of Materials

i All materials, except those determined by the Engineer to be reusable, shall become
property of the Contractor at the place of origin and shall be disposed of by the
Contractor in conformance with all laws, regulations and rules legally imposed on such
activities.

ii. Materials shall not be disposed of on City owned or City controlled lands except by
written permission of the City, and if so permitted, the materials shall be placed only at
such locations and in such manner as the City may direct. Materials may be disposed of
on private properties only with written permission of the property owner(s) involved, and
with copies of the agreement furnished to the City and Engineer.

15. Excavations resulting from the removal of structures and/or obstructions shall be backfilled and
compacted in accordance with the requirements of the City of Coos Bay Construction
Specifications (Draft), Division 31.
C. Payment:
Payment for the removal of reflectors and removal and replacement of water meter boxes, water valve covers,
signs, mailboxes, and push button posts shall be made on a lump sum basis for the amount stated on the Bid
Form for Demolition and Site Preparation.

IV. SIDEWALK
A. General:

Sidewalk shall be constructed as shown on plans and per City of Coos Bay Development Provisions for
Public and Private Infrastructure, Part 3 — Construction Specifications (Draft), Division 3.

B. Payment:
Payment for sidewalk will be made on a square foot basis and shall include all concrete, forming, labor and
incidentals necessary for completion of sidewalk and accessible curb ramps but does not include the truncated
dome warning strip.

V. TRUNCATED DOME WARNING STRIP
A. General:

Truncated dome warning strips shall be installed as shown on plans and in accordance with Oregon Standard
Drawings RD759.

B. Materials:
Detectable warnings shall consist of raised truncated domes with a diameter of nominal 0.9 in (23 mm), a
height of nominal 0.2 in (5 mm) and a center-to-center spacing of nominal 2.35 in (60 mm) and shall contrast
visually with adjoining surfaces, either light-on-dark, or dark-on-light.

The material used to provide contrast shall be an integral part of the walking surface. Detectable warnings
used on interior surfaces shall differ from adjoining walking surfaces in resiliency or sound-on-cane contact

C. Construction Methods:
Construction methods shall be per manufactures recommendations.
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D. Payment:
Payment for truncated dome warning strips will be made on a square foot basis.

VI. PAVEMENT STRIPING

A. Description
All specifications for pavement marking shall be Thermoplastic and per Oregon Standard Specifications for
Construction (latest edition), section 00850.

B. Payment:
Payment for pavement striping will be made on a linear foot basis and shall include striping material, surface
preparation, labor, and any incidentals necessary to complete the striping.

VIl. DRIVEWAY RAMPS & ADJUSTMENTS
A. General:
Driveway ramps & adjustments shall be constructed as shown on plans and per City of Coos Bay
Development Provisions for Public and Private Infrastructure, Part 3 — Construction Specifications (Draft),
Division 3.

B. Payment:
Payment for driveway ramps & adjustments will be made on a square foot basis and shall include all
concrete, forming, labor and incidentals necessary for completion of driveway ramps.

VIII. 12" TOE-DOWN AT BACK OF SIDEWALK
A. General:
Toe-down shall be constructed per plans and per City of Coos Bay Development Provisions for Public and
Private Infrastructure, Part 3 — Construction Specifications (Draft), Division 3.

B. Payment:
Payment for toe-down will be made on a linear foot basis and shall include all concrete, forming, labor and
incidentals necessary for completion of toe-down.

IX. SIGNS
A. General:
All specifications for signage shall be per Oregon Standard Specifications for Construction (latest edition),
section 00940.

B. Payment:
Payment for signage will be per sign and shall include all furnishing and placing materials, and for furnishing
all equipment, labor, and incidentals necessary to complete the work as specified.

X. PERFORATED PIPING
A. General:
Perforated piping shall be installed per plans. Material shall be PVC per ASTM D-2729 and shall otherwise
conform to the City of Coos Bay Development Provisions for Public and Private Infrastructure, Part 3 —
Construction Specifications (Draft), Division 33.

Work in this section includes furnishing and installing all pipe, installation materials, labor and incidentals
necessary to complete the work specified, including attachment to existing catch basins.
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B. Payment:
Payment for perforated pipe will be made on a linear foot basis and shall include all materials (including
drainage fill & filter fabric), and for furnishing all equipment, labor, and incidentals necessary to complete the
work as specified.

XI.  MODULAR RETAINING WALL

A. General

1. Modular retaining wall shall be KEYSTONE Standard Unit Retaining Wall System, or equal, installed
as shown on plans and in accordance with manufacturer’s specifications. Wall shall include a cap
layer.

2. The work in this section includes the furnishing of all labor, equipment, materials, incidentals, and
performing all work required, including necessary excavation, for the installation of the retaining wall.

B. Payment:
Payment for modular retaining wall will be made on a vertical square foot basis and shall include all
materials, labor and incidentals necessary to complete the work as specified.

XIl.  WOOD FENCE

A. Materials:
1. Slats: Redwood, cedar, combed spruce, or other wood covering acceptable to the City.
2. Bottom and Top Rail: Minimum 2-inch x 4-inch x 8-foot cedar stud.
3. Corner, Gate, End, or Line Posts: Minimum size 4-inch x 4-inch cedar wood post.

B. Concrete:
All corner, gate, end, or line wood posts shall be set in concrete. All concrete used for post bases shall
conform to the provisions of Section 5.3 Class C.

C. Construction Methods:
The cedar posts shall be set true to line and grade in concrete bases at least two (2) feet in depth. All posts
shall be sound and free from all decay, splits, multiple cracks, or any other defect which would weaken the
posts or otherwise cause them to be structurally unsuitable for the purpose intended. The maximum distance
between posts in any section shall not exceed eight (8) feet. The top and bottom railings shall be securely
fastened to the posts with galvanized nails or other acceptable means. A minimum of six (6) inches of
concrete shall be provided below the bottom of each post. Posts shall have a concrete base at least twelve (12)
inches in diameter.

Fence slats shall be placed on the roadway side of posts unless otherwise specified. The slats shall be placed
approximately one inch above the ground, and on a straight grade between posts by excavating high points of
the ground. Filling depressions will be permitted only upon approval of the City Engineer. The slats shall be
sound and free from all major decay or defects which would weaken or otherwise cause them to be unsuitable
for fence slats. Fastening to top and bottom railings shall be done with two galvanized nails at both the top
and bottom rail.

D. Payment:

Payment for wood fence will be made on a linear foot basis and shall include all materials, labor and
incidentals necessary to complete the work as specified.
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XIIl.  SITE CLEANUP & RESTORATION

A. General:
This section covers the work necessary to reseed, restore and cleanup the site. Work shall include the
removal of all construction equipment, rubbish, construction debris, and unused materials of any kind
resulting from project activities

B. Workmanship:
1. Surface Dressing

i Slopes, sidewalk areas, planting areas, easements and roadways shall be smoothed and
dressed to the required cross section and grade by means of a grading machine insofar as it is
possible to do without damaging the work or existing improvements, trees and shrubs.
Supplement machine dressing by hand work as directed.

ii. Upon completion of the cleaning and dressing, the project shall appear uniform in all respects.
Grade all areas true to line and grade as shown or as approved. Where the existing planting is
below sidewalk and curb, fill and dress the area to the walk regardless of limits shown.
Wherever fill material is required in the planting area, make finished surface high enough to
allow for final settlement.

2. Remove and dispose of all excavated or construction materials, equipment, and rubbish of all kinds
resulting from the work. Where brush and trees beyond the limits of the project have been disturbed or
damaged, remove and dispose of or restore same, as directed, at no expense to the Owner.

3. Clean all drainage facilities such as inlets, catch basins, culverts and open ditches of all excess material
or debris resulting from the work, to the satisfaction of the Owner.

4. Clean all pavement surfaces, whether new or existing within the limits of the project. Clean existing
improvements such as curbs, gutters, walls, sidewalks, castings for manholes, monuments, water gates,
lamp poles, vaults, signs, and other similar installations as approved. Flush the street with a pressure
type flusher as approved. Hand sweep or flush all sidewalks as directed.

C. Payment:

Payment for Site Cleanup & Restoration will be made on a lump sum basis and shall include all materials,
labor and incidentals necessary to complete the work as specified.
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
